"While not all the South-West people of Aboriginal descent would regard themselves as
Nyungar, all are New Aborigines - people who seek a social identity of their own as contrasted
with other Australians. And part of what they seek relates to obtaining some knowledge of the
Nyungar traditional past. For the South-west, unfortunately, only a very little of that

knowledge survives." (Berndt, RM., 1979, p. 88)
