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1.0 Introduction

On 26 March 2002 the Department for Planning and Infrastructure commissioned R. &
E.O‘Connor Pty. Ltd. to prepare a risk analysis and grading of seventeen options for
extending the Roe Highway from South Street to the Kwinana Freeway, with associated
freight and general traffic connections on through the NorthLake/Bibra Lake region to
Fremantle. The task was completed and report presented to the Department in the first
week in April 2002. Subsequent to presentation of report, the Department generated a
further three options and requested that they be dealt with in the same way as the previous
seventeen and the results advised as a matter of urgency. This report fulfils that further

commission.

2.0 Additional Research Brief

The three additional options are incorporated into this report as Figures “R”, “S” and “T”.
In respect of these options, the research brief required the preparation of a “Risk Analysis
and Grading”. The four criteria upon which the scoring/ranking are to be based are as

follows:

Impact on Aboriginal mythological sites;

e Impact on Aboriginal archaeological sites;

Loss of Aboriginal tourism trails;

* Impact on registered Aboriginal sites.

The scope of work replicated that of the March 2002 commission, whilst the theoretical
background and regional ethnographic database were discussed in the report on the

previous seventeen options.
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
